The gym 
and the SKIESUnlimited classrooms must be ac-
cessed through the front door. 
 
Child Development Center 
The CDC is located on the corner of 600th Street 
and Gaffney Road.  The  
SKIESUnlimited classrooms must be accessed 
through the front door. 
 
Youth Center 
YS is located in Building 4109 on Neely Road.  
The gym is in the back, left side of the building, 
but must be accessed through the front door. 
 
Physical Fitness Center 
The PFC is located in Building 3709 on Meridian 
Road.
